4.9 Normalization of marks and inter-se merit Tamil Nadu Act

No.3 of 2007, Dt. 05.03.2007 and G. O. Ms. No. 77, HE (J2) Department, Dt. 05.04.2007. The marks obtained
by the students in the relevant subjects in the qualifying examination conducted by various boards of Authority
shall be equated with the marks obtained by the students in the same subjects in the qualifying examination
conduced by the State Board of Tamil Nadu by adopting the method of normalization.
